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The Performance of ASE During 2020

The Chief Executive officer of the Amman Stock Exchange
ASE, Mr. Mazen Wathaifi, said that the repercussions of
the spread of the Coronavirus had a clear impact on the
performance of the ASE and on the listed companies,
like other Arab and International stock exchanges, which
were affected in varying degrees. He also said that the
repercussions of the spread of the virus, the closure of
the economic sectors, and the procedures that were taken
as a precautionary measures to limit the spread of the
pandemic formed pressure on the world's economies and
on companies’ activity, same situation for national economy
and Jordanian companies. The trading value at the ASE
decreased during 2020 reaching JD1.0 billion; a decrease
of 33.9%, compared with JD1.6 billion for the year 2019.
The number of traded shares reached 1.1 billion shares,
traded through 421 thousand transactions, compared with
1.2 billion shares traded during 2019 through 503 thousand
transactions.

The ASE price index weighted by free float shares (ASE100)
decreasedtoreach 1657.2 pointatthe end of 2020, compared
with 1815.2 point by the end of 2019; a decrease of 8.7%. In
addition, the ASE price index weighted by free float shares
ASE20 decreased to reach 806.5 point at the end of 2020,
compared with 891.0 point by the end of 2019; a decrease of
9.5%. The market capitalization of listed shares at the ASE
decreased to JD12.9 billion; a decrease of 13.5% compared
with the end of 2019. Thus, the market capitalization of listed
shares at the ASE for 2020 constituted 41.5% of the GDP.

As for the non-Jordanian investment at the ASE, the
statistics showed that the total value of shares that were
bought by non-Jordanian investors during 2020 was JD96.9
million, representing 8.9% of the overall trading value, while
the value of shares sold by them amounted to JD164.4
million. As a result, the net of non-Jordanian investments
showed a negative value of JD67.5 million. Accordingly, Non-
Jordanian ownership in companies listed at the ASE by end
of December 2020 represented 51.1% of the total market
value, 32.5% for Arab investors and 18.6% for non-Arab
investors.
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Launched the Electronic Disclosure
System in the Language of (XBRL)

Sunday 20/12/2020, the Jordan Securities Commission
(JSC) and the Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) launched
the electronic disclosure system in the language
of (XBRL) as an electronic platform for submitting
disclosures and requests for services from entities
subject to the supervision of the JSC and the ASE, the
traditional methods of disclosure previously applied will
be suspended.

Jordan Capital Market Institutions
Received a Student Delegation from the
Judicial Institute of Jordan

The Capital Market Institutions received for two
consecutive days on Wednesday and Thursday December
23-24, 2020 a delegation of students from the Judicial
Institute of Jordan, as part of their field visits. With the
aim of getting acquainted with the mechanism of work
of the institutions and services they provide and the
legislation governing their work.

Where Mrs. Abla Al-Najdawi, Director of the Legal
Department at the Amman Stock Exchange (ASE),
gave the delegation explanation of the most important
legislation governing the nature of the ASE's work. As
well as Mr. Mohammed Shneawer, Director of Operations
Department at the ASE also showed a live demonstration
of the trading session in which he reviewed the trading
mechanism and highlighted the most important features
of the electronic trading system.

Representatives from the Jordan Securities Commission
(JSC) and the Securities Depository Center (SDC) gave
presentations on the nature of their businesses and the
legislation governing their works.
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The ASE Index Quarterly Review

The Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) said that the ASE
has conducted the periodic quarterly review of the ASE
index constituents in purpose of ensuring that the ASE
General Price Index reflects the market performance
and the trading activity of the listed companies. By this
rebalancing, the activity of listed companies in regard to
trading during the last quarter has been reviewed. After
that, the ASE has conducted its screening process for all
listed companies using the full market capitalization of
the companies and the number of trading days during
last quarter.

As a result of this review, 11 companies have been
excluded from the index sample and other 11 companies
have been added. The companies that have been excluded
from the index sample were: Arab Orient Insurance
Company, Arab International Hotels, Al-Zarga Educational
& Investment, Jordan Loan Guarantee Corporation,
Jordan Express Tourist Transport, Al-Dawliyah for
Hotels & Malls, Bindar Trading & Investment, Contempro
for Housing Projects, Ibn Alhaytham Hospital Company,
Jordan Dairy, and Siniora Food Industries.

The companies that have been added to the index sample
were: Middle East Insurance, Arabia Insurance Company
— Jordan, National Insurance, Al-Tajamouat for Catering
and Housing, Transport& Investment Barter Company,
International Brokerage & Financial Markets, High
Performance Real Estate Investments, Sabaek Invest
Company, National Cable & Wire Manufacturing, Jordan
Industrial Resources, and Northern Cement.

As part of the process, the ASE calculated the free float
for all listed companies at the ASE based on the data
Received from the Securities Depository Center. This
review also includes the reduction of the weights for
some companies to maintain the 10% cap that applied to
index constitutes.

the index sample includes the most active 100 companies
inthe ASEandthe highestintermsof marketcapitalization.
The full market capitalization of the index constituents
represent 84.1% of the total market capitalization of
the companies listed at the ASE. The free float market
capitalization of the index constitutes represents 94.3%
of the total free float market capitalization of the listed
companies at the ASE.
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As for the ASE20 index the full market capitalization of the
index constituents represents 70.7% of the total market
capitalization of the companies listed at the ASE, while
the free float market capitalization of these companies is
82.7% of the total free float market capitalization of the
listed companies at the ASE.

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e The Executive Board of the International Monetary Fund
(IMF) completed the first review of Jordan’'s performance
under the program supported by the Extended Fund
Facility (EFF). Jordan's four-year EFF of SDR 926.37
million (about US$1.3 billion), was approved by the IMF's
Board on March 25, 2020. The Board also approved the
modification of targets going forward, and rephrasing
of structural conditionality, as well as the authorities’
request to rephrase access under Jordan's EFF
arrangement by bringing forward about US$150 million in
Fund disbursements into 2021-22 to support near-term
financing needs emerging in the aftermath of COVID-19.
